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Financial support for student travel is an important aspect of enhancing the educational experience for students in the major and minor programs of Interdisciplinary Programs.

Requests for funds will be allocated according to the following priorities:

1. Students who are currently enrolled in one of IP’s major or minor programs and whose travel supports the mission of IP and its member programs.

2. Students who are currently enrolled in one of IP’s major or minor programs and whose travel is related to their course of study.

3. Any student of Indiana State University whose travel supports the mission of IP and its member programs.

Student funds will be administered by the Director of IP. In cases of prioritizing funding requests, the Director will consult with a faculty committee, comprising one member from each IP program. 

Students receiving funding must submit a descriptive paragraph to IP upon completion of travel and are encouraged to share their experiences with IP faculty and students in appropriate venues on campus.
